	Due to Covid-19 it is very difficult to assess the impact that this had on pupils academic attainment and progress. 

	To develop pupils readiness for learning through developing growth mind-set and the conditions needed for learning.
	Due to Covid-19 it is very difficult to assess the impact that this had on pupils academic attainment and progress.

	To employ a school councillor to work with named individuals to help pupils to overcome barriers which are preventing them from being able to access their learning. To develop the schools Nurture provision so that pupils have access to a provision that can help them develop their social and emotional wellbeing.
	Despite schools closing due to Covid-19 we were still able to continue our counselling work with the counsellor contacting each child she had previously worked with on a weekly basis. This enabled us to ensure that remotely we were able to meet their social and emotional needs and prevent escalation of problems. 
Prior to Covid-19 we were able to help pupils to deal with social and emotional difficulties that prevented them from being able to access the curriculum and participate in class activities. It also ensured that we were able to identify problems quickly and ensure steps were put into place to help overcome potential barriers. 

	To fund wider learning opportunities such as school trips and extra-curricular activities and to ensure that pupils have access to the resources they need to ensure they are ready to learn.
	Pupils were able to have extracurricular one to one and small group music lessons that they would not otherwise have been able to access.
