The aim and purpose of our geography curriculum is in line with the National Curriculum which states that: a high-quality geography education should inspire in pupils a curiosity and fascination about the world and its people that will remain with them for the rest of their lives. We aim to equip pupils with knowledge about diverse places, people, resources and natural and human environments, together with a deep understanding of the Earth’s key physical and human processes. 
 We place emphasis on language acquisition across our curriculum areas.  Our children learn about the language of History and Geography, developing their understanding of its own vocabulary and the meaning of specific words. We want children to have the appropriate vocabulary to express their knowledge and understanding of history and geography.
